SCHOOL LIFE IN KAMPALA

Today I’m going to tell you about a day in the life of a primary school in Kampala. Kampala
is the capital of Uganda. Uganda is an African country and schools here are very different from
European schools.

It’s 7 a.m.in the morning. Children are now coming from everywhere. They are wearing
uniforms; some have a container of food for the lunch break.

It is 7.30 and lessons begin. There are no textbooks for younger classes; they learn letters
and numbers listening to their teacher.

The London Bus

The first London Bus started service on July 4, 1829. However, it was only a horse and carriage
for about 20 people. Its route was from Paddington Station to Bank, and it was an instant success.
The first double-decker buses appeared in public in 1850, and London is now famous for them.

By 1901 there were more than 3,500 horse-and-carriage buses on the streets. The first
motorized buses came out in 1904, and they were extremely successful. In fact, ten years later there
were no horse-pulled buses. Now all the buses have diesel engines.

In the 1950s London Transport introduced a new type of bus, the Routemaster. This new bus
was bigger and carried more passengers (64 seats compared with 56), and at present some
Routemasters continue to operate on busy central London routes. Before the Routemasters, there
were two people on the bus: the driver and the conductor. But the old London buses were not
efficient in terms of costs and profits. Therefore, they decided to redesign them with the engine at
the back, so that the passengers got on at the front and paid the driver for their ticket.

Today the buses running in London include double- and single-deck vehicles and shorter
minibuses, which are better for the environment. In 1995 the Conservative government privatized
London Transport, and they sold all their buses to private companies.

Education in Britain is compulsory and free for all children. Primary education begins at the
age of 5 and includes three age ranges: nursery for children under 5 years, infants from 5 to 7, and
juniors from 7 to 11 years old.

In nursery schools’ babies don’t have real classes. They learn some elementary things such
as numbers, colors and letters. Compulsory secondary education begins when children are 11 or 12
and lasts for 5 years: one form to each year.

The large majority of British schools teach both boys and girls together. But grammar
schools teach boys and girls separately.

The school year in Britain has three terms. At 7 and 11 years old, and then at 14 and 16 at
secondary school, pupils take examinations in the core subjects (English, Mathematics and
Science).

The main school examination, the General Certificate of secondary education (GCSE)
examination is taken at the age of 16. Those who stay at school after GCSE, study for 2 more years
for "A' (Advanced) Level Exams in two or three subjects which is necessary to enter one of British
universities.

Universities usually select students basing on their A-level results and an interview. After
three years of study a university graduate gets the Degree of a Bachelor of Arts, Science or
Engineering.

Why are typical teenagers never tired at 11 p.m., but they hate getting up in the morning? Are they
lazy? No, the good news is that’s natural.

Everyone has a natural body clock which tells them when to wake up and fall asleep. In teenagers,
the chemical that controls sleep, melatonin, is in their brains between 11 p.m. and 8 a.m. The result
is that teenagers don’t feel tired late in the evening, but when they get up before 8 a.m., their brain
is telling them to sleep. This lack of sleep means they are often unhappy, angry, can’t learn and get
bad marks.

A lot of schools start at about 8 in the morning. This means the students are at their desks after only
five- or six-hours’ sleep. However, they need 9-10 hours because their bodies and brains are still
developing, so they are very tired.

Sleep scientists say that it is crazy to fight nature, so the only answer is for schools to start later. As

one scientist said, “At 8 a.m. students are at their desks, but their brains are at home in bed.”

The BBC
The BBC radio and TV is known all over the world for its fair and informative reporting. It has
editorial independence which means the government can’t control what is broadcast.
In addition to news the World Service broadcasts drama, sports and educational programmes. The
programmes are in more than forty languages including Arabic, Greek, Mandarin Chinese, Polish,
Romanian and Spanish and they are listened to by about 150 million people.
In countries around the world where the news is tightly controlled or censored, the BBC is trusted to
be honest and truthful. Some governments try to stop their people listening by either blocking the
radio signals or the BBC website.
World Service radio programmes are broadcast twenty-four hours a day, seven days a week. It is
also used to send emergency messages to British people overseas. For example, in 1970 a message
told British listeners in Jordan to evacuate the country immediately. More recently, when the
tsunami hit Asia on 26" December 2004, programmes were extended to bring the latest news to the
people in the disaster areas.

A. Russia, also officially known as the Russian Federation, is the largest country in the world. Its
territory is 17,075,400 square kilometers. According to scientists, the country’s territory would
almost cover the surface of the planet Pluto. It is the only country which is washed by 3 oceans and
12 seas. Russia is considered to be a European country, but two-thirds of the country are in Asia.
However, most of the population lives in the European part of Russia.
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B. Siberian Lake Baikal is the largest pool of fresh water on the planet. All the 12 major rivers of
the world (the Volga, the Don, the Yenisei, the Ob, the Ganges, the Amazon, etc.) would need to
flow almost a year to fill a pool equal to the volume of Lake Baikal. Another impressive fact is that
even if all the rest of the planet’s fresh water supply were to disappear, there would be enough fresh
water left in Lake Baikal to supply the people of the Earth for up to 50 years.

C. Russia is the country with the largest forest reserves in the world. 45% of its territory is covered
in green forests. The forests are located in the European north of the country, in Siberia and in the
Far East. Forests play an important role in the life and welfare of people. Russian forests are the
biggest ‘lungs’ of the Earth. They produce oxygen and clean the atmosphere of carbon dioxide and
other pollutants.

D. There are more than five thousand languages in the world. Russian is one of the five major
world languages. 280 million people around the world speak Russian and it is one of the most
widely spoken native languages in Europe. The United Nations uses Russian as one of the official
languages of the organization. It is also used in international commerce, politics, academic and
cultural life.

E. For its collection of books, the Russian State Library is considered to be the biggest in Europe
and one of the largest in the world. The Russian State Library was founded in 1862, in Moscow.
The library has over 275 km of shelves with more than 43 million items, including books, journals
and magazines, art publications, music scores and sound records, maps and other things. There are
items in 247 languages of the world.

F. Russia is known all over the world for its space programmes. In 1957 the Soviet Union launched
Sputnik 1, the first artificial satellite in the world. Four years later, in 1961, human space flight was
accomplished. Soviet cosmonaut Yuri Gagarin was the first man to journey into space. He orbited
the Earth and landed the same day. There are other impressive space achievements of the country
like the first long space flight, the first woman cosmonaut in space, and the first spacewalk.

G. One of the most popular souvenirs tourists buy in Russia is the Matryoshka. It is a doll made of
wood and painted with colourful ornaments. Although the Matryoshka is called a doll, it is actually
a set of dolls of different sizes placed inside one another. The Matryoshka has big black eyes, red
healthy cheeks and a friendly smile. She wears a national Russian costume, and often has some
flowers or a basket of fruit in her hands.
